Business confidence and strong competition drove demand up and accelerated changes across the light commercial vehicle market sector.'

All light CVs registrations up 1.3% in 2006





 Registration volume of all LCV to 3.5t gvw rose by 1.3% to 327,162 units in 2006.





 Registrations for the month down 3.7%, or 818 units to 21,557 on December 2005.





 Last quarter of 2006 saw best year-on-year growth, 5.0% to 75,487 units as the Euro 3 deadline for registration of medium and heavy vans loomed.











Light vans down 12.2% in 2006





 Registrations in 2006 down 12.2% at 69,382 compared to 79,000 in 2005.





 December registrations fell 31.1% to 3,756 from 5,451 in December 2005.





 Changes to the nature of the segment and the December 31 Euro 3 deadline drove recent big changes here.





Medium vans up 17.4% in 2006





 Annual registration total up 17.4% to 37,094, from 31,605 in 2005.





 December registrations up 61.8% on the 2005 total of 1,952 for the same month. 





 Final quarter of 2006 saw year on year growth of 63.2% on Q4 2005.





Heavy vans up 3.4% in 2006





 Heavy van registrations up 3.4% over the 193,816 total in 2005.





 Heavy van registrations for the month up slightly, 0.3 % on 13,660 in December 2005.





 Total registration volume for Q4 2006 was  47,426; 7.0% up on Q4 2005, but still 3.8% below the peak Q4 total of 49,301 in 2004.





Truck registrations down 5.6% in 2006





 Truck registrations for 2006 dropped 3,267 units to 55,574 on the total for 2005.





 December truck registrations down 28.7% or 1,160 units on December 2005.





 During 2006 the monthly rolling year total varied between 55,574 at December and 64,861 at April; the average of the monthly rolling year totals was 59,240.





Total rigids down 5.1% in 2006 





 Rigid registrations down 5.1% or 1,984 units to 36,973 compared to the total for 2005.





 December registrations down 27.6% or 736 units on the same month in 2005.





 Rigids totals for Q4 over the last three years to 2006 were 9,453, 8,820 and 6,324 respectively, with an average of 8,729.





Artics down 6.5% in 2006





 Artic registrations for 2006 down 6.5% or 1,283 units to 18,601.





 December '06 registrations down 30.8% compared to 1,377 in December '05.





 Total registrations for Q4 2006 down 28.0% or 1,407 units on the Q4 average of 5,024 over last seven years 1999 to 2005.





Bus & coaches up 0.8% in 2006





 Registrations up 0.8% or 34 units on the 2005 total, with buses up 66 and coaches down 32.





 Coaches down 2.9% at 1,086 and buses up 1.9% at 3,146 for 2006 versus 2005.





 Q4 bus and coach total down 31.5% on the 1,119 for last year and down 21.4% on the Q4 average of 975 for the last seven years.
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
