Commenting on the new motorhome registrations data, SMMT chief executive Christopher Macgowan said, 'The motorhome market has been a resounding success in recent years. Volumes have moved from strength to strength and we appear well on course to reach a record high in 2003. Record monthly totals have been recorded in six of the first eight months of the year. These types of vehicles are appealing to an ever growing fan base and have succeeded to carve out a sizeable UK market.'
Notes to editors

1. New motorhome registrations are expected to reach a record 7,200 units in 2003. In 2002 registrations hit 5,977 units and 5,131 units in 2001.
2. A motorhome is a special purpose M category vehicle (ie Four wheels and having no more than eight seats) designed to carry passengers. A motorhome must have seats, a table, and sleeping accommodation (which may be converted from seats), cooking facilities and storage facilities.
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The attached tables show the registration figures for Great Britain, Northern Ireland, The Isle of Man and the Channel Islands in detail. Providing the SMMT is acknowledged as the source of this information, the figures may be quoted. Substantial reproduction needs specific approval by the SMMT.

Record year forecast








Year-end volumes of 7,200 units would represent an annual growth of over 20 per cent. This gain comes on top of a 16.5 per cent hike in 2002.





2003 is on track to be the eighth successive year of growth in the motorhome sector. A year-end total of 7,200 units would represent more than twice the annual volume averaged during the 1990s (of 3,825 units).
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
