June 2003 New Car Registrations - Analysis
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June market hits record total 

· The June new car market rose to a record high of 240,174 units, bettering last year's total by over 30,000 units, or 15.8 per cent.

· Driven by private demand, the June market exceeded all expectations boosted by three extra trading days this month following the Golden Jubilee celebrations in 2002.
· The new car market over the first half of the year is now on a par with 2002's record level.
Private registrations drive June market
· Business demand showed the best percentage gain in June, rising 18.8 per cent. 
· Private registrations rose by 16.1 per cent marking their best increase of 2003. Nearly half of all new cars registered in June went to private buyers.
· Private registrations over the first half of 2003 surpassed 2002's impressive total pushing their market share up to 49.4 per cent.

New car market ahead of year-end forecast
· Registrations during the first half of 2003 have matched last year's record level. Volumes in the second quarter rose by 1.5 per cent, after June's surging performance.

· The new car market is well on course to match, if not exceed, the industry's year-end forecast of 2.45 million units, despite expectations of moderating sales in the second half of 2003.

· The diesel car market in June rose for an unprecedented 34th consecutive month, up 31.6 per cent month-on-month. Diesel cars accounted for 26.2 per cent of the June market and 26.2 per cent for the year-to-date.

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Focus number one, but Mégane closes 
· The Renault Mégane moved to its best position this year as the second best selling car in the UK. The Ford Focus maintained its top position for the 38th consecutive month.
· The M​égane was number one best seller in April 1998.

· The VW Passat headed the best selling list for diesel cars for the first time this year. The VW Golf remained the best diesel seller over the first half of 2003 with 16,917 registrations.
UK-based manufacturers show increase
· Registrations of nearly all the UK-based manufacturers rose in June. Vauxhall, Toyota and Mini reported some of the best gains. 
· BMW, Chrysler-Jeep, Kia, Mazda, Mercedes-Benz, Renault, and Seat also reported well above average growth during the month.

Niche market rises but superminis still dominate
· The supermini segment accounted for 34 per cent of the total new car market in the first half of 2003, up from 31.8 per cent last year. This marked a significant growth of almost 30,000 units or 6.9 per cent.
· 4x4 dual purpose, luxury saloons and MPVs showed the best percentage gains during the first half of the year, up 15.7, 14.2 and 10.2 per cent respectively. Demand for MPVs leapt by more than 80 per cent in June alone.
