· New car registrations up 57.6% on weak 2008 to 158,082 units, in line with November 2007 volumes.
· Year-to-date registrations down 8.8% at 1,844,063 units but full year market likely to exceed 1.975 million units.
· Scrappage accounted for 21.6% of all new car registrations in November. 

· Business, fleet and private sales increased in the month with private up 141.2%.
“The increase in new car registrations in November reflects the positive impact of the Scrappage Incentive Scheme, customers avoiding the VAT increase in January and the very difficult conditions we experienced a year ago,” said Paul Everitt, SMMT chief executive. “SMMT is urging government to use its Pre-Budget Report to sustain the recovery and generate business confidence by stimulating demand in key parts of the new vehicle market.”

Market continues to post strong recovery due to impact of scrappage scheme
· The new car market has grown in each of the past five months and the pace of growth has improved throughout. November’s increase was at 57.6%, or 57,749 units. 

· Registrations in November 2008 showed the steepest decline of all, in the 15-month run of falling volumes between May 2008 and June 2009. The November 2009 total was well above expectations and pushed the market up to November 2007 levels.

· Volumes in the past five months have risen by 11.2% or over 110,000 units. Over the year-to-date, new car registrations were still down 8.8% or 179,041 units.

· The 12-month moving total has risen to 1.953 million units. Further growth is expected in December, which should take the full year market to some 50,000 units above the 1.928 million unit forecast in October. In 2008 the market was 2.13 million units.
· The outlook for 2010 is uncertain as the scrappage scheme comes to an end, VAT returns to 17.5% and the new first year road tax rates come into effect in April. Much will rest on the wider economic recovery.

· Encouragingly, all sales type volumes rose in November, with sales for business and fleet use increasing slightly, but private demand showed the largest gain.

· Ford’s Fiesta was the best selling model in November, as it has been in nine months this year. Registrations of smaller cars continue to outperform the market.

· All fuel types posted growth in the month, notably those with petrol engines.
